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Dearly Beloved in Christ, 

 

The church is going through the observance of 50 days of Lent. The Eastern Church organizes Lent as days of 

contemplation of the Lord's 40-day fast and subsequent 10-day Passion. Jesus was fully aware of the time of His 

suffering and death on the cross. It was at Cesarea Philippi that he began to tell his disciples about his coming death. 

He must go to Jerusalem, he said, and suffer. Peter was filled with consternation, and began to protest. “Never can 

such a thing happen!” Jesus said: “Get thee behind me, Satan. You are full of the thoughts of men. You do not 

understand the ways of God.” After the marvelous experience on the Mount of Transfiguration, he repeated this 

dismal prophecy. “I am going to Jerusalem, and there they are going to kill me.” While traveling through Galilee he 

stopped them one day by the road and said, “Let these words sink into your hearts: I am going to Jerusalem, and 

there I am going to die.” A little later, in Perea, with his face steadfastly set toward Jerusalem, he painted the picture 

in more detail. He had now come close enough to the cross to see how the tragedy was going to end. ” They are 

going to mock me, and spit upon me, and scourge me, and then they will kill me.” When James and John wished to 

sit on the highest thrones of his kingdom, his reply was, “Are you able to drink the cup that I shall drink of, and be 

baptized with the baptism which I shall be baptized with?”. This Lent period is a time for a journey to the foot of the 

cross to see the passion and the value Christ spared for us. All these portions clearly picture Jesus’ plan for the 

fulfillment of His mission on the earth to redeem the fallen human. Let’s pray God Almighty enlightens us by receiving 

the meaning of His death on the cross for many. 

 

“Lent is a time of self-examination and repentance as well it is the time to focus on the suffering and death of Jesus 

as a way to connect with the suffering of the world and to commit to working for Justice and Peace. It is the time to 

focus on the grace and the promise of new life through the resurrection of Jesus” these are the words of the famous 

German theologian Jorgan Mottman. He is trying to say three things about lent.  

1. This is a time for introspection and repentance.  

2. It is a time of focus and concentration on the suffering and death of the Lord.  

3. It is a time to identify with the world's tolerance and dedication to justice and peace.  

 

Another financial year is drawing to a close and thereby, I would like to request all the parishioners to remit all dues. 

This year mid lent falls on the 15th of this month.  We have arranged lent Sandhya Namaskaram as cottage prayers. 

Active participation by all the church members is of prime importance.
