What is prayer? We know different definitions.  In simple way prayer is talking with God. It involves 

both speaking and listening, and is both a private as well as a community activity.  Charles Spurgeon 

words about prayer is noticeable.  "True prayer is neither a mere mental exercise nor a vocal 

performance. It is far deeper than that - it is spiritual transaction with the Creator of Heaven and 

Earth." In our prayer we are connected with our creator. To sustain our relationship with our master 

we need to have a prayer life. 

The Bible points out how we should submit ourselves in prayers. Firstly, we should submerge in 

prayer with faith.

And again we read “Humble 

yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up.” (James 4:10). Scripture addresses humility in 

prayer many times and it very clear with the parable of the prayers of the Pharisee and the tax 

collector. Thirdly, we need to base our Prayers on God’s Word. What does the Word say about this? 

If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be done for you 

(John 15:7). “This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according 

to his will, he hears us. And if we know that he hears us—whatever we ask—we know that we have 

what we asked of him.” (1 John 5:14-15). Fourthly, we must pray without ceasing. Jesus told the 

parable of the widow and unjust judge to make us remember and tell about the need to pray always 

without losing heart (Luke 18:1-8). 

India enters into a new year of independence this month. As we celebrate Independence Day it is a 

time for us to recollect the sacrifices, the countless efforts and sufferings of our freedom fighters to 

redeem the country from the rule of the Britishers.  Let us recommit ourselves to be the channels of 

peace and harmony in our living situations and dependent upon Christ to enjoy the individual 

independence in this world.  

I am very grateful in remembering the whole hearted support and cooperation of all the former 

members and the active parishioners who attended and took initiatives to make our homeland 

fellowship a great blessing.
