Dearly beloved in Christ,  

The period of lent is underway so the coming month of March  hold many important days according 

to the church calendar. Following the church calendar helps us to have a closer walk with God that 

helps one to build up a stronger faith with God. The  25th of March is  remembered as Annunciation 

day or Vachanippu perunnal. Annunciation means announcement or proclamation. The 

announcement by the angel to Mary was that she was to be the mother of Jesus Christ. 

Annunciation to Mary is a promise of God everlasting presence among us. It is the good news of 

human liberation and changed status of life beyond the bondage of law and any slavery. We are 

children no more slaves. To bring the privilege of being the heirs, Mary had to submit herself until 

she loose herself to gain God self. As we commemorate the blessings and privilege that the 

annunciation to Mary has brought to whole humanity, let this be our assurance and source of 

happiness. 

Palm Sunday is one of the most important days in the Christian calendar. It is the Sunday before 

Easter, and marks the beginning of Holy Week, the week of events leading to the death of Jesus. On 

this day, we commemorate the Triumphal entry of Jesus Christ into Jerusalem. Celebrating Palm 

Sunday is not just about shouting with joy and enthusiasm but it has something to do with the 

inward cry of the people who welcomed Jesus into Jerusalem. Their shouts of Hosanna were the 

shouts of appeal for holistic Salvation. Even as we welcome Jesus into our churches and lives, may 

His triumphal entry give us Peace in our lives filled with conflicts, deliverance from the oppressive 

structures, and spiritual renewal in the context of materialism. As we shout Hosanna, we make 

our appeal to Him, “Lord, save us”. 

Good Friday is the focal point of the lent season of Christianity, on which the Son of Man handed 

over for crucifixion. Usually the seven words on the cross are the main thrust of our meditations. 

Cross is the main and inevitable symbol of Christianity. When people see the cross on one’s ring 

or on pendent he/she is recognized as a Christians. When we see a cross on a building, it is identified 

as a church. For many, cross is just an ornament. But what does it mean to Christianity today? 

The cross of our Lord Jesus Christ is the central point of the Gospel. 

Easter is celebration of Salvation. Easter is commemoration of salvation that the death and 

resurrection of Jesus Christ has brought to humanity. Resurrection of Jesus is the foundation of 

Christian faith and points to the hope that we have in Jesus Christ. Cross represents the suffering 

and resurrection represents the triumphal victory and life in Jesus Christ. The central message of 

Easter is: Christ is risen. By dying Jesus destroyed death and by his resurrection Jesus restored life 

and brought salvation. We are a people who celebrate this restoration of life. Salvation that the 

death of Christ has brought is once for all. So we say boldly that we are children of God, redeemed 

and we are no more under bondage, we are set free. Christ saved us and He is our salvation. Hence, 

Resurrection of Jesus Christ is indeed a celebration of Salvation. May we also have a meaningful 

lent and salvation in our lives.
